"Art is the Heart of Taos"

The 2008 Taos Fall Arts Festival celebrates 34 years of
exhibiting the fine art of Taos County artists.  It consists
of three beautiful art exhibits, Taos Living Masters
Invitational, Taos Invites Taos, and Taos Open. Taos
Living Masters is comprised of artists who have lived in
Taos County for at least 15 years, have a national and/or
international reputation, and have been nominated by
their peers.  Taos Invites Taos consists of approximately
150 prestigious artists who have lived in Taos County for
at least five years and show in a local gallery or studio.
Taos Open consists of approximately 200 artists who
have lived in Taos County for at least one year.  All work
is for sale.

Each year, a renowned artist is selected to create the
original image for the official Fall Arts Poster. The official

2008 Taos Fall Arts Festival Poster Artist is John Suazo, a Taos Pueblo Native.  His sculpture is
"Taos Pueblo Family," a dramatic classic Suazo image carved out of Texas limestone, 41.5" H x
30" W x 5.5" D.

Opening Night for the show is Friday, September 26th at 5 to 8 p.m. The Festival goes through
October 13th.  The show takes place in the Taos Civic Center, 120 Civic Plaza Drive, Taos, New
Mexico, and is open daily from 10:00 a.m. to 5 p.m.
